Temporary Signs

Permitted Signs

Banners  

Banners where permitted, are subject to the following standards:
· Banners shall be attached to a structure, shall be strongly constructed, and shall be securely attached to their supports.  
· Banners shall be removed (including all framework and supports) as soon as damaged or torn.  
· There shall be no more than one banner on any building frontage; and due to the construction methods of banners and their tendency toward damage, no banner may be displayed for more than 28 days. 
· A temporary sign permit is required for banners over 6 square feet in size. 
· Banners are not permitted in residential zoning districts unless located on the grounds of a school, church, or government building.
Fixed Temporary Ground Sign 

Fixed temporary ground signs are typically used for garage sale signs, real estate signs and construction signs.  Fixed temporary ground signs, where permitted, are subject to the following standards:

· The sign must be supported by posts that are imbedded in the ground, and designed so it cannot be easily moved.

· The sign must be set back at least five feet from the property line.  
· The sign cannot be larger than 6 square feet in residential zoning districts.

· A sign permit is required if over 6 square feet in other zoning districts.

The Following Signs Are Prohibited In All Zoning Districts.

Any sign located, designed or maintained in a manner which is likely to cause confusion or interfere with the visibility of traffic signs, traffic control devices, crossroads, driveways or crosswalks; roof signs, portable signs, searchlights, beacons, strobe lights, stringers, balloon signs, abandoned signs, and outdoor advertising signs.
“Outdoor advertising sign” – Any sign that is located outdoors and that advertises a product, business, service, event, or any other matter that is not available, or does not take place on the same premises as the sign (off-premise sign).  

“Portable sign” – A sign with or without copy and graphic that is designed or intended to be moved or transported.  By way of example and not by limitation, portable signs include:

· A or T frame signs, or Sandwich board signs;
· Signs designed to be transported by trailer or on wheels;
· Signs mounted on a vehicle for advertising purposes, when the vehicle is parked and visible from public right-of-way, except signs identifying a business when the vehicle is being used in the normal day-to-day operation of that business;
This handout is written as a guide to common questions and problems.
It is not intended nor shall it be considered a complete set of requirements.
