Debriefing on City Council Report/Meeting with Jim and Frank: Judy and Ellen had their meeting with the Jim Topitzhofer and Frank White.  Jim and Frank  not support the idea of moving Music in the Park to the picnic shelter in Veterans Park, as they felt it was too hard to move tables around and airport noise has been reported to be too distracting when the city has attempted to hold concerts in Veterans Park in the past. They were open to us having an arts fair in/around the Arts Center during the Farmers Market which could include performers and tables where artists could sell their work.
