MaryKaye’s Report: MaryKaye reported that the city commission interviews were being held next Saturday, and new members will be approved on January 26th. MaryKaye was able to reserve a work session for the RAC with the city council on Tuesday, February 23rd at 5:30. Also on the topic of reserving dates, we now have dates planned for having the Arts Center open during the farmers market: Saturday June 12, July 10, August 14, and tentatively during Cattail Days and October 9.
